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ABDULKHOLIK GIJDUVANI - THE FIRST PIR OF

BUKHARA SHARIF

Khoja Abdulkholik Gijduvani is famous as Khojai Jahon was the pir
of the tenth circle in the “Silsilai Sharif”, the first pir of “Seven Pir” of
Bukhara Sharif, the creator of khojagon education.

Abdulkholik Gijduvani was born in 1103 in Gijduvan district of
Bukhara region. About the parents of Khoja Abdulkholik Gijduvani was
cited in “Maqomoti Yusuf Hamadani” in the part of “Shaykhning
Samargandga kelish sababi” (The reason of Sheykh's arriving in
Samarkand). There were written in source as: “Khoja Khizr was in
Malatya (the city in Turkey). Abdujamil from the Imam Malik
generation was living there, he was a hundred thirteen years old. He was
asking a devout child from Allah. At that time there was an enemy
against the king of Malaya, banished the king and occupied all his
property.” Imam Abdujamil helped king to retract his dominance. The
king of Malatya married his daughter to Imam Abdujamil. And Imam
Abdujamil immigrated to Bukhara with his wife. Allah gave them a
child and they named him Abdulkholik, the creature of the great
Creator, the Creator of all.

Abdulkholik Gijduvani told that his name was chosen by Khoja
Khizr. So Abdulkholik Gijduvani's father was Imam Abdujamil and his
mother was the daughter of the king of Malatya. They came from
Malatya, the city in Turkey to Bukhara and lived in Gijduvan. Later
Abdulkholik Gujduvani was born in holy Gijduvan.

Abdulkholik Gijduvani was tall and white, his chest and shoulders
were wide. His real name was Abdulkholik, he was called Gijduvani as
he was born in Gijduvan. He is called Khojai Jahon, the world’s leader
because he reached the highest level of maturity and showed the way to
the whole humanity. Because of him Gijduvan is always mentioned as
Khojai Jahon.

Firstly he was taught by Imom Sadriddin. In fact, he was uvaysiy
(taught by spirit), he reached divine knowledge from Khizr. Alisher
Navai in his “Nasoyim ul muhabbat” wrote that “Khoja Khizr educated
him remember in heart in his young age and he studied by heart, he was
adopted by Khizr. Khizr ordered him to wash in havsl water and stay
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under water and tell “La ilaha illahloh™ in his heart. He followed Khizr's
words, was busy by that activity and as the result he found blessings and
he as well as his family were beloved by Muslims”.

Mahdumi Azam in his “Manoqibi Khoja Abdulkholik Gijduvani”
wrote about the perfection stage of Khojai Jahon and getting knowledge
from Khojai Khizr. “The sultan of Arifs, the representative of the Right
Path, the sheikh of sheikhs™, who knows the mercy better than disgrace,
the diver of Rabbani knowledge Khoja Abdulkholik Gijduvani was the
saint of his time and the creator of tarikhat knowledge and learned the
knowledge from Khojai Khizr. He talked with Khoja Khizr spiritually
and face to face. He learned all secular and divine secrets from Khoja
Khizr.”

Abdulkholik Gijduvoni also learned from Yusuf Hamadani by the
direction of Khojai Khizr. Alisher avai wrote about it: “The sheikh of
sheikhs, the arif scientist Khoja Imam Abu Yaqub Yusuf Hamadani
arrived in Bukhara and Khoja Abdulkholik came to him, it is shown that
he also have remembering in heart. In his talk it is told that as Imam in
Bukhara he is the teacher Hirga, Khoja Khizr is the teacher of
remembering.”

Abdulkholik Gijduvani wrote books about his teacher Yusuf
Hamadoni. He wrote abot his teacher with beautiful kindness and love in
his “Maqgomoti Yusuf Hamadani”. This book translated into Uzbek by
Sayfitdin Sayfulloh and Nodirkhon Khasan, in 2003 the book was
printed. In “Magamot” was written the advices, the appearance, birth
and death dates of Hamadoni. Yusuf Khamadoni taught Abdukholik
Gijduvani: “Khush dar dam dored, nazar buz qadam dored, safar dar
vatan dored, khilvat dar anjuman dored.” It means “be alert in every
moment, look at your footpace, travel throughout your country, being
alone in crowd.” Adhering to counsel Abdulkholik Gijduvani gained the
great stages, Alisher Navoiy wrote about it after Yusuf Hamadoni he
perfected at his prayer, every time in his prayer hi was in Kaaba. His
marvel was such a great that he had students in damascus, appeared his
doorstep and home.

Abdulkholik Gijduvani died in 1220. His tomb is in Gijduvan and it
IS now a beautiful shrine. There are ten columns in his terrace it means
that he is tenth in “Silsilai Sharif”.
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Khoja Abdulkholik Gijduvani left great spiritual heritage. He
created khojagon education, the first classical tasavvuf education, and
wrote many books. Alisher Navai wrote about his perfection path: “His
path is a document in education. The most likable it is. He was always in
the way of loyalty and purity, he followed the sunnah of prophet
Muhammad (s.a.w), he was against heresy and haughtiness, he hided his
pure works from enemy.”

Abdulkholik Gijduvani referred to Yusuf Hamadani's advices as a
basic principle: “Khush dar dam, nazar bar qadam, safar dar vatan, xilvat
dar anjuman”. Khojai Jahon in his “Risolai Sohibiya” wrote that his
teacher told him: “Abdulkholik, now it is your turn to know about
memory.” So, according to loyalty to his teacher, he created four new
principles about memory: “Yodkard”- bring something to memory,
“Bozgasht”- back to, to clean memory, “Nigohdosht”- save the memory,
“Yoddosht”- save the memory in pure for a long time and the principles
were the basic part of khojagon education. Khojagon education refers to
eight rashkha, the lively advice.

Abdulkholik Gijduvani wrote “Vasiyatnoma” to Avliyayi Kabir, the
spiritual son and perfect student of his. The “Odobi tarigat” and
“Risolayi vasoyo” is also one kind of “Vasiyatnoma”. In the 16" century
Fayzulloh ibn Ruzbehon analyzed his advices and printed them in
“Manoqibi Abdulkholik Gijduvani”. The book was translated and
printed in 2003 by Mahmud Khasani. His advices like “do piety your
slogan”, “serve your parents”, ““don’t go away from studying even in one
step”, ““eat pure things, purity is the source of goodness. Go away from
impure thing, they estrange you from Allah” are the sources of bringing
up the youth even now.

There are quatrains of Abdulkholik Gijduvani in “Maqomoti Khoja
Abdulkholik Gijduvani.” There some words about Khojai Jahon in
“Taskirayi Nagshbandiya” by Tohir Eshon:

Dar shariat faridi vaqti zamon

Dar tarigat vahidi qutbi makon

Dar rahi fagr hamchu shoh omad

Bar darash chun gadoyi moh omad

It means:

He was the only in the period of “shariat”
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He was the only in the place of “tarigat”

He came like a king in the way of poor

He came like a moon with repentance in the way of Allah.

Tohir Eshon wrote that these verses belonged to Khojai Jahon:

Mulke ki zaminash hama anbarsorost

Na mamlakati Khusravu Kaykhusravu Dorost.

Se bor bigashtam hama ruyi zaminro

Mulkeki latif astu sharif ast Bukhorost.

It means:

All property that smells good

It is not the property of Khusrav, Kaykhusrav, Doro

| walked along the world three times

The best smells are in the holly Bukhara.

“We should help to people. Hand must be in work, but heart must
be in Allah,” Abdulkholik Gijduvani said all mankind. By these words
Gijduvoniy called to work for the pleasure of Allah helping people’s
prospect. Nowadays “Hands are in work, heart is in Allah” is a motto of
active entrepreneurs.

It is said that, Khoja Abdulkholik Gijduvani told that if someone has
not these five attributes he will not exept your brotherhood. First, get a
deeper idea;

Secondly, follow the science;

Third, let the mercy of gentlemen over humiliation;

Fourthly, be aware of the knowledge of the Shariat and Tarigat (ie
purifying oneself from the smell of anger and outward purification).

Fifthly, always be ready to die.

In the legend it is said that murids asked Khoja: "How did you get
the happiness of these two worlds?" "We worked, ate but we did not see
ourselves," Abdulkhalik Gijduvani replied. "Explain what these
meanings mean to us," his disciples said. "O students, know that the
Prophet (peace and blessings of Allaah be upon him) said." We worked
"man ka-loha, kona-I-loh Ihu "(ie everyone works with Allah's pleasure,
Allah is with him and is pleased with it). We have worked for the sake
of Allah. The word "ate" is fitting in the following verse: "And inna-mo-
I-imamikh-i ilhavat" (i.e. mumins are brothers with each other). We
worried about children of the world and religious brotherhoods. The
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meaning of saying, “We did not see ourselves” means “va yutimuna I
taolla alo hubbihi miskinan va yatiman va asiyro”, “give food to the
poor, the orphan and the prisoners for the love of the poor”, "We
sacrifice everything that Allah has given us. we did not see ourselves.
Do these things, and be glad and give glory to yourselves. Certainly, you
reach the great stage and become the servants of Allah.

Abdulkholik Gijduvani brought many students to perfection. Orif
Revgary is his worthy followers. Although Khojai Jahon died 98 years
before Nagshband, Bahauddin was taught the head, middle and end of
the path of Allah by him.

The transcript of Mahdumi Azam's “Manaqib” Khoja Abdulkholik
Gijduvani" illustrates the level of the maturity of Khojai Jahon.

It is reported that Shaykh Najmiddin Kubra, the owener of the
prophets, (Allah praised and thanked him for the blessings) he had
bestowed upon him after the Fajr praying during the Genghis Khan's
attack and then he rose up to his Companions and said, "The problem is
coming near and near, this region would be suffered. This is the only
thing that can be overthrown by the power of it with the help of our
compatriot Khoja Abdulkholik Gijduvani. They sent two students to
Khoja. He said, "Tell our friend to pray for forgiveness for Allah at the
time of prayer, so that he may be saved from the blessings. The guards
went out. There was a caravan on the way and they asked them about
Khoja. "We are coming from Bukhara performing the funeral prayer of
his. It was a dying day for Bukhara and Bukhara people, and the world is
too narrow in their eyes, "said the caravans. When they returned from
their way, and reported Sheikh Najmiddin Kubra that Khoja
Abdulkholik had passed away. "We are from Allah, we will go back to
him," Sheikh said. "If Allah intended to bring a people to ruin, or to
injure, he would take his guardian first, and then he would send a
calamity. Now the ruin will come, and we will smite the harm and
calamity with pain," he said.

"If the mosquito sits at another person from us, we will not be
resting on the Day of Resurrection, unless Allah saves him from fire,"
Khoja Abdulkholik Gijduvani said as it is reported
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In conclusion, it can be said that the importance of the ideas of
Abdulkholik Gijduvani is fundamental of human education. They are as
following:

1. Khojagon is the first classical education of tasavvuf in Central
Asia based by the first pyr of Bukhara sharif, Abdulkholik
Gijduvani(1103-1220) famous with the name of Khojai Jahon.

2. Abdulkholik Gijduvani defined by Orif Revgari Mohitobon as
“Madani haqoyiq(the purity of Allah), tole ul aloyiq(the happiness of
people), janobi foig(mister clever), koshifi subhoniy(discoverer of Allah
for all), dinu dunyo shayxi(the sheikh of the world and the religion),
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mugqtadosi va mavlosi(the valuable and great )”, “murshid al xaloyiq(the
teacher of people)”, “zohiri botiniga muvofiq(his insight is equal to his
outsight)”, “tariqat ahlining raisi(the chairman of tarigat), zoti
bobarakot(blessed person)” marvelous person. He invented the way of
connected with Allah, to perfect the spirity, elevation of the stage of
perfect person. That why Abdurahman Jami and Alisher Navoi wrote
about him: “alarming ravishi tarigatda hujjatdur, barcha forugning
maqbulidur, (his actions are document for tarigat and he is the best of all
mankind).”

3. The Khojagon education is the way to educate the perfect man.
Because it is based on the Shari'ah. This is consistent with the Shari‘ah
and the Sunnah, and it is not bid'ah.

4. The path of the Khojagon is the way to vigilance and is based on
the phrase "khush dar dam." He denies drunkenness, desires, and shows
how to lead man to maturity, from fan to faqgih.

5. The Khojagon education determines the path of perfection, taking
into account the spiritual characteristics of the person. so, while at the
beginning of the road is the silently rememberance of Abdulkholik
Gijduvani, from Mahmud Anjir Faghnavi to the times of Amir Kulol the
silent and loud remembrance were in practice.

6. The Khojagons educate people in a spirit of tolerance. They
regarded all things of Allah deservedly respected him. In the relationship
of Abdulkholik Gijduvani, who was tolerant of the tolerance, he also
appeared in "not to deny nor to accept . Also, those women who went
on this pilgrimage were also treated equally with respect to women who
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were raising women at the guardianship level. For example: Abdulkhalik
Gijduvani greeted with respect Aisha by standing from his place.

7. The Khojagons have given special attention to the nafs (passion)
education, and the fact that nafs (passion) has reached the level of
perfection leads to perfection.

8. Knowing that all are servants of Allah is the great stage of
Khojagon education.The will of the servant was in harmony with the
divine will. The ultimate goal was to attain Allah’s pleasure. On the
basis of the "Bozgasht", the person acted in harmony with this, saying, "
Allah you are my wish and | wish for your agree.

9. The Khojagons have discovered the best ways in which human
beings can place all the physical, mental, spiritual power, self-
realization, and the universe of the universe- divinity. They managed to
physically and spiritually direct their eyes and feet on the basis of the
"Nazar bar gadam" to mobilize the divine purity in the heart, to mobilize
the available resources in man and to beautify them all.

10. The physical journey that is different from the other educations
in the teachings of the Khojagon has become a spiritual, spiritual
journey. Through the narrow vantage of a journey, a person feels all the
macro in his own life, and loses his bad, bad habits, and transforms
himself into a good spiritual manifestation.

11. The khojagons invented the way of doing loneliness in among
the people to perfect the person. On the basis of “khilvat dar anjuman”
they showed the way of being with the people as well as being with
Allah spiritually, feeding their spirits by talking with the people of
tarigat, being perfect. In a result, the way of Khojagon turned to the
main source of world and religion happiness.

12. The Khojagon, by classifying the memory of human beings, has
purported that it can be achieved as a result of the "yodarkard",
"bozgasht", "nigohdosht", "yoddosht", by classifying the ways in which
he can purify himself from satanic, degenerate, and qualitative and
ultimately uplifted.

13. The Khojagon education payed special attention to the value of
time, learned to turn "lbn al-Ugagt" - from the son of time to "abdu ul-
Zaman" - the father of time. It has invented ways to overcome time with
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spiritual exercises, such as saving every moment of the breath by the
basis of “hush dar dam”.

14. The Khojagon education has turned human beings into a
luminous, enlightening place for all beings. Thanks to Abdulkholik
Gijduvani's ten teachings of light, it is possible to draw 10 light in the
heart of man. In the heart of a believer, he will be able to perceive in the
heart, in the eyes of the Divine love, the Divine love, the whole
universe, faith, Islam, tawhid, science , guide, yodkard, bozgasht,
nigohdosht, yoddosht, sheikh rays.

15. On this basis the status of achieving spiritual maturity are:
tavba, irodat, zikr, zuhd, sabr, rizo, shukr, tavakkul (through repentance,
remorse, remembrance, zuhd, patience, dignity, thankfulness,
trustworthiness and tolerance); cases are murogaba, muhosaba,
muhabbat, sidg, taslim, tavfis, ikhlos, mushohada, muoina (compassion,
tolerance, love, submission, submission, tawfiz, ikhlas) that they began
to guide the right people.

16. The Khojagon education is one of the Paths of Allah. It is
fundamentally different from the superstitious paths that go beyond the
norm, the human spirit, the mind, the body, and the desires of the human
soul, to which they are accustomed to discover the prophecy of
discovering.

17. The teachings of the Khojagon education are the education
based on vahdati vujud (physically and spiritually being with Allah). For
this reason, Romani — Khojai Azizon said, "If one of the sons of Khoja
Abdulkholik Gijduvani was on the earth, Mansir Hallaj would not go
down to the bottom." Perhaps, they could perceive the true nature of this
event and guide them.

18. The Khojagon education is possible to say that it is a way of
treating the nobility. Because these are the basic signs of the morals of
students: sincerity, purification of the heart, being tolerant, service,
patience. Being engaged to a teacher, “intisob”, “bayat”and as well as
“hands in work, hearts in Allah” that's working pure with his handicraft
and profession are also the demands of the education.

Thus, the way to educate a noble man, who founded the masterpiece
of the method of Nagshbandi, founded by Abdulkholik Gijduvani,
founded by Orif Revgari, Mahmud Anjir Faghnavi, Khoja Ali Rometani,
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Muhammad Boboi Samosi, Said Amir Kulol, and Bahauddin
Nagshbandi, as a legacy of useful ideas and activities for a perfect
human development process.
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ORIF REVGARI - THE SECOND PIR

OF BUKHARA SHARIF

The student of Abdulkholik Gijduvani (Khojai Jahon), the eleventh
pir of the Silsilai Sharif (the great sircle), the man who lasted the light
and support of prophet Muhammad (s.a.v.), blessed and glorious Khoja
Muhammad Orif Revgari is famous as Mohitobon.

Khoja Muhammad Orif Revgari was not tall, had a bright face, big
eyes and thin eyebrows like a moon. His body smelt like prophet
Muhammad (s.a.v.) s body smell. He was one of the great saints, he was
a scholar of knowledge, wisdom, zuhd, tagwa, riyasat and worship.

Khoja Muhammad Orif Revgari was born in 560 hijri (1165). His
birthplace is Revgar village in Shafirkan district of Bukhara region. His
real name was Muhammad like Prophet Muhammad (s.a.v.), he was
called as Orif by Khizr. It was narrated in Mahdumi Azam's book,
“Manoqibi Khoja Abdulkholik Gijduvani: "Khoja Arif Revghari was
attended by Khoja Khizr as he was a child. One day, Khoja Khizr went
to Khoja Abdulkholik Gijduvani and saw the children of Dahab (school)
asleep. Only Hoja Arif was not sleeping and wanted to see Khoja Khizr
and not to fall asleep. Knowing this, Khodja Khizr, who understood his
purpose, said, "Be Orif," said to Khoja Orif.

Orif - the owner of the irfan. Sincere knowing the Truth. It is based
on the senses in the Sufis' understanding. In order to be alert, it is
necessary to uplift books. Orif recognizes the existence of this "laduniy
knowledge" from Allah, and abandons the existence of an abstract
existence and lives with Allah. Thus, Orif is a highly respected person
who knows Allah, and knows the Divine wisdom. Orif is a man of
divine light. Their heart is a source of divine light. The following words
are written in book "Manoqibi Khoja Abdulkholik Gijduvaniy and Orif
Revgari” about Orif Revgari:

Orif hazor podshoh afzun ast,

Doim ba huzuri hazrati bechun ast.

Bo tu ba jahonu az jahon berun ast,

Tu kay doni holi Orif chun ast.

It means:

Orif Revgari is superior than thousands kings,
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He looks like no one, he is always with Allah.

He is with you in this world but he is out of the world,

How you know about Khazrat Orif.

It follows from these characteristics of Khoja Khizr that Orif
Revgari, despite his physical existence, is in the spiritual world of the
unseen, in the presence of Allah, with his tremendous curiosity.

Shafirkan was called Mohitobon as the place of birth of this great
person. The reason Orif Revgari was a guardian was that his heart
became a treasure of divine light. These rays shone brightly through
every cell of their bodies and shine brightly. If Allah is the embodiment
of the sun, this man reflects the light of Allah in the light of the full
moonlight.

Khoja Orif was so high that there was a light in a room where the
man entered. It is written in “Magomot” that Kaba was always on his
head. One day Abdulkholik Gijduvani was sitting with his assistant
Khoja Ahmad Siddig, Khoja Avliya Kalon and Khoja Garib. All of the
three students was in the same thought: "Khoja Orif Revgari is younger
than us, why does Khoja love him more than us? Why should that be so?
"And finally they told teacher their thoughts. The Khoja understood their
purpose and said, "Ayyuhal - generation (O sons), call Orif." They went
out to look for Khoja Orif in the sign of the Khoja. Finally, Khoja Orif
was found in a corner of the mosque. He was sitting in the corner of the
mosque like a brigh stone. By Allah's command, the people of the
Qiblah, the Ka'bah's officials, and the Companions used to shade him,
served him. Khoja Kalon admitted that he was great and said, "Oman
and saddagno" (trustworthy faith). Robiya Adaviy is well known from
history of Sufism and those who went before the hajj during the
pilgrimage saw Ka'ba was not in his place. It was on the head of Robiya
Adaviy. Thus, Orif Revgari was as high as Robiya Adaviy, with the
permission of the Creator Kaba was on the head of Orif Revgari. The
sources say that in the time of Orif Revgari, all honest people went to
visit the Khoja Orif to see his face.

Orif Revgari wrote a book "Orifnoma". This book was given to us
by our trainer Jonmuhammad Gulov. This work was translated from
Persian-Tajik by Sadriddin Salim Bukhari and the Isrol Subhoniy and
published in 1994 by Navruz publishing house in Tashkent. The
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publication consists of 16 pages. Orif Revgari, in his work, addressed to
the orif people and told great ideas to them. There are 27 proverbs by
himself.

Orif Revgari also mentioned 38 proverbs of other great wisdoms as
they are the iniquities of the souls. The book "Orifnoma", on the one
hand, is a work that teaches the essence of Khojagon education, the way
of perfection and the way of teaching, and secondly, it is the source of
teaching the other great men's education in the history of Sufism.

There is the information about Boyazid Bastomiy and his student
Abu Turab Nakhshabi, Robiya Adavi, Khasan Basri, Shakig Balkhi,
Malik Dinor, Fuzayl Ayaz, Sufioni Savri, Yahya Razi. Also, in
“Orifnoma”, Orif Revgary has the information about his mentor
Abdulkholik Gijduvoni's life, his way of life, and his final moments.

The book "Orifnoma" was written in 622 AH, 1225 AD. The value
of this work is further drawn by the following verse on the death of Orif
Revgari:

Afsus shud pinhon Mohitobon ba zeri khok,

Kilkam sihpo’sh, jigar resh, siyna chok.

Tarikh bahri rehlati o™ justam az galam,

Qutbi zamon va Orif billoh zeri galam.

It means:

It is a pity that Mohitobon passed away,

My heart was divided in pieces.

He went to history by his death,

Orif now only in papers, in his works.

These verses by abjad figures show that Orif Revgari's death dates
back to the year 634 AH. Based on this information, Orif Revgar died in
1234 AD. His tomb is located in the Shafirkan district and it is a
landmark pilgrimage destination now.

This verse written in the tomb of Khoja Orif:

Orif on Orifi rabboniy,

Muttasil shud ba vasli subhoniy,

Xojai ahli din biguy solash,

Niz Orifi amini rabboniy.

It means:

He was Orif of Allah,
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He is always with Allah.

His death history comes from “Khojai ahli din”

Or comes from “Orif amini rabboniy”

Sadriddin Salim Bukhari analyzed these texts in the book
“Bahauddin Nagshband or Seven Pirs”: in the words “Khojai ahli din”
and “Orif amini rabboniy” kept hiding in the year of Khoja Orif's death.
It was written that the year of death is in 657 Hijri (1259).

From the analysis of the wise words in the book “Orifnoma”, Orif
Revgari told that everyone should be free from the hijabs of this light
and darkness, in order that human beings and Allah can attain
perfection. Orif Revgari believes that these hijabs are primarily intended
to attach themselves to the world, to be enthusiastic in their pursuit of
wealth, ranks, desires. Also, it is emphasized that curiosity, loving the
wealth and career is a great barrier in the heart.

Khoja Orif Revgari told that The head of the path of the Truth is
repentance and the benefits of forgiveness, enlightenment, overcoming
ignorance, self-awareness, the importance of studying the Qur'an and
hadiths. In the book , the morality, saint, orif, thanksgiving and patience,
bondage, purity of heart, and the preservation of time are highlighted.
Orif Revgari believes that in order for a person to fly as high as a bird,
he must be bound and dependent on Allah. "It is the quality that draws
people to happiness so that they can conform to the angels, that is,
submit to their desires, and be forgiving, pacifist, steadfast and
energetic," says Orif Revgari.

In the “Risolai Sig'noqi” written that one day Khoja Ahmad Yassavi
cooking a meal, ordered his student Khoja Dugi go to Gijduvan to Hoja
Abdulkholik Gijduvani and bring yoghurt. Before Khoja Dhati reaching
Gijduvan, Khoja Orif, the student of Gijduvani brought the yoghurt to
Ahmad Yassavi. Khoja Dhati knowing of this, said: "Orif has overcome
me

In general, it is desirable to emphasize the following:

1. Muhammad Revgari is a great man who has acquired the
honorable knowledge of the Orif whose highest rank is due to his love
for science.

2. Orif Revgari's glorious heart-flung divine light was honored with
the sacred name Mohitoban because it was shining like a full moon.
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3. The greatness of the maturity and the closest to Allah that the
Ka'bah went to him according to Allah's will.

4.The book “Orifnoma”, which was preserved from Orif Revgari,
contains about seventy wise words were told by himself and other
members Khojagon education.

So, Khoja Orif Revgari is the great teacher who has developed the
Khojagon education and has left a valuable book, such as “Orifnoma”.
His life's path is the symbol of all kindness and the work of “Orifnoma”
is a spiritual enlightenment source against the ignorance that protects the
youth from spiritual attacks.
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MAHMUD ANJIR FAGHNAVI- THE THIRD PIR OF

BUKHARA SHARIF

Mahmud Anjir Faghnavi studied Sufism education from Orif
Revgari (the second pir of Bukhara Sharif famous as Mohitobon), he
was the perfect man of his time, and gave others the light of truth.

The great sheikh of Khojagon education Mahmud Anjir Faghnavi
was born in 1196 according to Arabic sources. He was born in the
village of Anjir Faghnavi, Vabkent district of Bukhara Region. Now,
this blessed address is called Anjirbog. Sheikh's original blessed name is
Mahmud. Mahmud is the Arabic word means praised and good. The
Anjir Faghnavi is the name given to the birthplace of Faghnavi. Also,
there are beautiful signs outlined by this person about the fig. Although
the texts of the stories are different, they are one essence. Sheikh
Mahmud will be asked to give fruits during the winter season. Then he
put their hands on the pure earth, and took fresh figs. The legend about
fig was happened by Fagnavi. It is clear that the divine sign should focus
on the mystery of the fig. When man's father Adam and his mother Eve
asked for leaves from trees to cover their nakedness because of lack of
clothing in Paradise, the fig tree only satisfied their request. For this
purpose, Allah has glorified figs and revealed in Surat al-Tin, Surah
Anjir. It is said that mushki anbar (good smell) is made from the animals
which are feed by fig tree leaves. So, Anjir Faghnavi also told that
people must be useful for others and be good persons.

Mahmud Anjir Fagnavi was handsome man but not tall, was a white
person with beautiful nose, and wide mouth with black beard. He had
white turban on his head had many prophecy. He was from the
generation of sayyids.

Mahmud Anjir Fagnaviy always lived up to his honesty. He was
engaged in craftiness, carpentry, and trade.

There is some information about him in “Manoqibi Khoja
Abdulkholik Gijduvoni” by Mahdumi Azam: “Khoja Mahmud Anjir
Faghnavi was great person of Sufism education, he was tought tarigat
and shariat by Khoja Orif, and divine science from Khoja Abdulkholik
Gijduvani.”
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Mahmud Anjir Faghnavi served Khoja Orif Revgari was the most
perfect student and follower. He was a close friend of Orif Revgari's
sufism sciences. As a result, he reached such a level of maturity that he
was described as "his wisdom leak through his finger". Allah the
Almighty gave his blessings to the hearts of the righteous believers,
purified their hearts from darkness, and snatched their curtain over them
with mercy because of him.

There are some words about his maturity status in “Manoqibi Khoja
Abdulkholik Gijduvani” by Mahdumi Azam: “When Khoja Mahmud
says “Ya Rabbiy”’(o my God), there is the answer of Allah “Labbayka ya
abdi”(yes my slave) .

They say that Satan(Devil) has been walking with him for 12 years
to mislead Khoja Mahmud. One evening he came to see Mahmud with a
candle. Khoja Mahmud was at buried place of Khoja Abdulkholik The
Devil asked Hoja Mahmud, "How long is the forty trip distance?" This
was the purpose of the devil, when Khoja Mahmoud replied "l am a
man", that is, manga. Man (I am) is considered to be proving himself to
be a sect, and it is inappropriate. The Prophet (peace be upon him) said:
"La takilni ila nafsi '(do not leave me alone). Khoja Mahmud knew the
purpose of the devil and replied "Hasht and panj" (eight or five) trips.
(So, eight or five trips a mile). When he heard this answer, Satan put his
head on the ground and said, "For 12 years, | could not make him
mislead, so why to stand with him?"

A loud voice remembering is one of the main acts of Sufism that
help the perfection of human beings and lead them to vigilance and
cognition by awakening their sleep is zikr (remembering Allah all the
time). Abdulkholig Gijduvani and Orif Revgari performed a ridiculous
secret, that is, a silence remembering.

Mahmud Anjir Faghnavi with the permission of his teacher, he
began to introduce a loud voice remembering (zikri jahriya) which he
performed with loud voices. When they ask him about the reasons, he
replies: "It is because we have chosen the way of this remembrance, so
that to awake those who sleep. Let them be free from ignorance and be
submissive to the Shari‘ah and the Laws. Let them attain the happiness
of the two worlds, the privilege of being a servant of the true Allah. |
want to awaken the sleeper and the deceased, so that they should turn to
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the truth and repent with their Lord in sincerity. Indeed, turning to Allah
Is a sign and key of happiness."

Mahmud Anjir Faghnavi applied a loud voice remembering at that
time with good wishes and the scholars of that time used his action. As a
result, from the time of Mahmud Faghnavi until Bahauddin Nagshband
they used both silence and loud voice remembering.

“Who can do loud voice remembering?” was asked by Mahmud
Anjir Faghnavi. “The Sufi whose tongue is free from lie and slander,
whose stomach is free from haram food, whose heart is free from the
wishes of being famous and hypocracy, whose insight is free from bad
things and the world can do a loud voice remembering,” he answered.

According to Mahmud Anjir Faghnavi there is the same aim of
silent and loud voice remembering- to reach to truth, Allah. There is
importance of situation, advice, wisdom.

Mahmud Anjir Faghnavi was the teacher of “the twelve Circle” and
brought up many people. In “Rashahot aynul hayot” by Ali Safi there is
a story: Khoja Ali Rometani asked Khizr “Whom to chose as a teacher
at the moment?” Khizr replied “At this moment chose Mahmud Anjir
Faghnavi as a teacher” According to the advice of Khizr Khoja Ali
Rometani (famous as Azizon) was a student of Mahmud Anjir Faghnauvi.

In source there is information about many prophecies of Anjir
Faghnavi. If it is necessary he could fly like a big bird. Khoja Ali
Rometani said, once he together with his companions were busy with

remembering a big bird appeared on their heads and told “Ali, be
careful” in human language and everybody understood the bird, and
asked Ali what the meaning was. “The bird is Mahmud Anjir Faghnavi.
Now he is flying to Khoja Dehgon Kalti. Khoja Dehgon Kalti is the
student of Kabir the Saint. Kalti asked from Allah “When my last breath
is approaching, make my and Allahs friends to be near to me so that my

death will be easy” that's why Khoja Mahmud flying to him,” he
replied.

Mahmud Anjir Faghnavi was honored as “Gibtafarmoniy surayyo”.
Surayyo is described as a Hulkar, a collection of stars, with the name of
the Great Creator, who imparted the Divine Decree to His slaves, giving
the light like a star.
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Khoja Mahmud Anjir Faghnavi passed away in1286 (685 Hijri). His
grave is located in Anjirbog village in Vabkent district of Bukhara
Province. He gave the Shaykh's permission to Khusayn Amir Khurd
Vobkandi (1319) and Khoja Ali Romitani (1321).

In summary, we can say the following:

1. Khoja Mahmud Anjir Faghnavi is a worthy, praiseworthy like his
name.

2. Khoja Mahmud Anjir Faghnavi has the characteristics of the fig
tree, when he was always ready to give the necessary help, he was ready
to fly as a bird.

3. Khoja Mahmud Anjir Fagnavi was taught spiritual, divine
knowledge by Khoja Abdulkholik Gijduvani and the knowledge of
Sufism education by Orif Revgari.

4. From the time of Khoja Mahmud Anjir Faghnavi to time of
Bahauddin Nagshband there was both silent and a loud voice
remembering. He added the a loud voice remembering in khojagon
education.

5. Khoja Mahmud Anjir Faghnavi was the perfecet teacher of his
time and brought up a lot of followers. He educated Khoja Ali Rometani
famous as Azizon.
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KHOJA ALI ROMETANI - THE FOURTH PIR OF

BUKHARA SHARIF

The spiritual heritage of our ancestors and taking an example from
them, it is the resource of our maturity. One of our great saints who
spread our Bukhara Sharif’s name to all over the world is Khoja Ali
Rometani, famous as Hazrat Azizon. He is the great representative of
Khojagon education based by Abdulkholik Gijduvani, khalif of Khoja
Mahmud Anjir Faghnavi and the fourth pir of Bukhara Sharif.

Khoja Ali Rometani, famous as “Azizon” was born in 588 Hijri in
1191 BC in Rometan region of Bukhara. He lived 130 year and died in
721 Hijri in 1321 BC in Khorazm. His grave is in Toshhovuz in the
shrine of 360 pirs.

In a book printed in Turkey the “Tasavvufi Akhlaq™ there is a poem
“Silsilai Sharif”, and the verse about Khoja Ali Rometaniy:

Shaykh Ali Rometani nuru hagigat shahpari™

This verse means that he was in a sheikh(teacher) level, he passed
shariat (sharia rules), tarigat (way to Allah) and marifat (knowledge)
stages, he gained hagikat (reality, being with Allah) stage and he had
right to teach others. “Nuru hagiqat shahpari” means the light of reality.

In the Turkish source there is a definition about Khoja Ali Rometani
“his face was beautiful, he was tall enough, all the body parts were
proportional. He supported his family by knitting craft. He did not pay
attention to anything of the world, poor was the best donatives for him.
He was the leader of the teachers of nakhshbandiya education. He was
famous for his “Azizon” name and lived 130 years.”” “ he was mid-tall,
his face and other body parts were beautiful. He chose poorness. He
used knitting cloths. He was with people in appears but with Allah in
heart. He served Khoja Mahmud Faghnavi sincerely; he was one of the
most loyal khalifs. 74

In all source his birth place is recorded in Rometan district, and his
burial place in Khorazm. From other sources we know that after a while

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his holy soil was bought to Rometan. Nowadays his tomb together with
his two sons” tombs is in Rometan, the shrine is much flourished.

His two sons were famous in their lifetime it is written in the
sources.

Abdurahmon Jomiy in his “Nafahot ul uns” wrote poem of
Jaloliddin Rumiy about Khoja Ali Rometani:

Garna ilmi hol favgi gol budi, kay shud,

Banda a’yoni Bukhoro Khojai Nassojro.”

It means :

If the knowledge of «khol» (knowledge gained by learning) is
dominant than the knowledge of “hol” (khowledge gained by heart,
sufism),

Senior people of Bukhara would not be obedient to Khojai Nassoj —
knitting man.

This poem shows, firstly, Khoja Ali Rometani was in “hal” stage,
the stage of high spirits, he could receive the light of Reality. Secondly,
the knowledge of hol is greater than that of khol and all the senior
admintrotors of Bukhara served Nassoj — knitting man, Khoja Ali
Rometani, he was dominant to them.

We had a great heritage from Khoja Ali Rometani. According to our
research he left “Risolai Hazrat Azizon”, 16 rash ha (spring of wisdom),
verses and quatrains. There are verses from Khoja Ali Rometaniy:

Nafas muyi muqgayad dar darun ast,

Nigah dorash, ki khush murg est damsoz.

Zi poyash band magsil, to naparad,

Ki natvonash giriftan ba'di parvoz.

It means:

Breath is imprisoned bird in your body

It is always with you, save him.

Do not unlink the thread as it can fly away

After flying away you cannot find it back again.

By this words Khoja Ali Rometani we must pay attention even to
our breath and be connected with the eternal thing rather than that of
world.

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The following quatrains is the most famous one. Even Bahauddin
Nagshband often told it his students:

Bo har ki nishastiyu, nashut jam dilat,

Az tu naramid zahmati obi gilat.

Az suhbati vay agar tabarro nakuny,

Hargiz nakunat ruhi Azizon behilat.”

It means:

If Your heart is not calm with your collocutor,

If the hurts do not left your soil and water

So, if you do not go away from that person

The spirit of Azizon will not forgive you.

Te idea of this poem: good people’s, the real saints” converstion
make happiness and calmness by losing the lust, do not even talk to bad
people. Bahauddin Nagshband says “Our education is conversation”, he
means we must talk with really good person, escape from bad ones.

Khohi, ki ba Haqg rasi, biyoromi tan,

V-andar talabi do’st, biyoromi tan.

Khohi madad az ruhi Azizon yobi,

Poy az sari khud soz biyo Rometan’”.

It means:

If you want to ensue Allah balance your body(balance your
temptation)

If you want a real friend balance your body

If you want a help from spirit of Azizon

Make a foot from your head and come to Rometan.

Khoja Ali Rometani by this verses told us Rometan was in a high
degree at his time, if who wants Allah the destination makes hid wishes
to come true. He says to people who want to learn this education “make
a foot from your head” be with the education by heart by spirits.

In the lifetime of Bahauddin Nagshband, the first and main source
was Salohiddin Muborak's book “Anis ut tolibin va uddat us solikin”.
There is a story from it: The fourth caliph of Bahauddin Nagshbandi, the
teacher of Khoja Ahrori Valiy, later he widely spread the nakshbandiy
education, Mavlono Yakubi Charkhi met with Bahauddin Nagshband,

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asked to be his tarikat follower. Nagshband asked the reason of his
action. He answered:

- It is said that in true Hadiths when Allah will be friend with a man,
it does friend him with other its friends.

Hazrat Bahauddin answered smiling:

- We are the students of Azizon.

Mavlono Yaqubi Charkhi's face changed hearing this word, because
one month earlier he dreamed “become a child to the student of
Azizon”.

We can understand from the story that Bahauddin Nagshband knew
Azizon as his pir and teacher, he went on the way which his teacher’s
spirit showed.

The sources shows us that Bahauddin Nagshband was brought up by
Boboi Samosi, then went to Samarkand and learned from other Sufis and
came back to Orifon Palace. Muhammad Boboi Samosi's spirit gave
him Azizon's kuloh-headware.”® After that he spirit changed and became
perfect.”® Bahauddin became a real Sufi after wearing Azizon's kuloh,
that why he knew Azizon as his pir, his teacher.

“What 1s the creed?” asked from Khoja Ali Rometani. He answered
“rip and link” (it means rip your heart from the world love, link it with
Allah).

Khoja Ali Rometaniy's son Khoja Ibrakhim asked from his father:
“Mansuri Hallaj told “Anal Haq (I am just)”, he was executed. Boyazid
Bastami said “It is noting except Allah in my hirqa(cloth) “nobody told
anything to him. What does it mean?” His father answered: “Mansur
told “I”, it 1s vain glory that’s why was killed, Boyazid began with
nothing, and was in safe.”

Khoja Ali Rometani perfected five people whose names were
Muhammad. All of them were savants, perfect persons and saints: Khoja
Muhammad Ibrohim (his son died in 1391), Khoja Muhammad
Kulohduz Khorazmi, Khoja Muhammad Halloj Balkhi, Khoja
Muhammad Bovardi, Khorazmi, Khoja Muhammad Boboi Samosi.
These caliphs spread Khojagon education in Khorazm, Bukhara and
Balkh.

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“Risolai Hazrat Azizon” is written obelisk of Sufi education from
the 14" century saved as main part of our spiritual heritage. The author
of the book is Khoja Ali Rometani. Although O.P.Sheglova and
A.T.Tagirjanov according to “Sharq go'lyozmalari tarixi” mentioned
that Muhammad Porso as the author of “Risolai Hazrat Azizon”.
According to our research the author of the book was Khoja Ali
Rometani.

The collections about Nagshbandiya education as well as “Risolai
Hazrat Azizon” was published by “Bukhoroi Sharif” press 2 jumadul
avval 1327 Hijri in 1909. The copy was saved as lithography written in
Arabic and Farsi. In that copy and in others the author's name is Khoja
Ali Rometani or Azizon.

Khoja Ali Rometani was poet and writer, having written poems in
Said Nafisi the author of “Tarikhi nazmu nasr” wrote that Khoja Ali
Rometani had a book “Mahbub ul Orifin”. Ten rules for students of
Sufism described in the book. In our opinion this idea is about “Risolai
Hazrat Azizon”. So this book is the main resource in educating perfect
person.

Sufism’s Khojagon education found the mild way directing the
person to maturity. Khoja Ali Rometani's lifetime called as Azizon
period, he also thought about educating maturity. Khoja Ali Rometani in
his “Risolai Hazrat Azizon” indicated ten conditions for knowing Allah
and mature the person.

The first condition is being clean and pure. Hazrat Azizon
defines four kinds of being clean: physical, spiritual, heart and head
cleaning, and it helps to get the light and support of Allah.

The second condition is keeping the tongue from bad words. It
help human to control his speaking power. Human differs from other
creatures with his intelligent speech. One good word can save from
death or one bad word can direct to death. That’s why controlling the
tongue is the global phenomenon, tool of living stable and in peace.
Hazrat Azizon told about the theme:

Ezid chu bino kard ba hikmat tanu jon,

Dar har uzve maslehate kard nihon.

Gar mufzedate nadida budi zi zabon,
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Mahbus namekard ba zindoni dahon.®

It means:

Allah create body and spirit with knowledge

In every muscle there is a secret.

If there were not any badness from tongue

It was not a prisoner in the mouth prison.

Hazrat Azizon said that human is a complex creature consisted of a
body and a sprit. Every part of this body created for the exact reason,
that’s why we must consider about it and learn ourselves. Hazrat Azizon
demanded to think about why the tongue concealed inside the teeth and
lips. Why eyes and ears are open and see and hear the world. It means
after seeing, hearing, thinking with our brain we must act with our feet
and arms and if necessary we must use our tongue. Khoja Ali Rometani
compared quietness with the life of Prophet Jesus and his mother.

The third condition is being in peace and alone. This condition
helps to control the seeing power. Hazrat Azizon equals looking at bad
thing with poisoned arrow.

The fourth condition is fasting. This condition helps to learn and
control the lust. Fasting is the main tool of controlling and cleaning the
strength of body.

The fifth condition is mentioning. Hazrat Azizon mentioning La
ihaha illalah — there is no god but Allah — calls humanity to think about
his genuine, meaning of the life, the nature, compare eternality with the
world, changeable and unchangeable things.

The other attribute of mentioning is human’s alertness and
neutrality. That’s why mentioning helps to keep breath and control it.
Hazrat Azizon said “every day you breath more then thousand times and
you will be asked about every of your breath.”

Zi har nafas ba giyomat shumor khohad bud,

Gunah makun, ki gunahkor khohad bud.

Base savor, ki fardo piyoda khohad shud,

Base piyoda, ki fardo savor khohad shud.8!

It means:

On Judgement day you will be asked for every of your breath

At that day horseman goes on foot

Pedestrians become horsemen.

Every human will be examined at that day. That’s why we must be
alert and keep the breath.

The sixth condition is saving the memory. The main tool of being
perfect is the memory, the powers in human’s memory influence to
human himself. Hazrat Azizon tells: there are four kinds of memory; we
must perish devil’s and lust’s memory; save Allah’s and angels
memory.

The seventh condition is harmony. It is main tool of agreement
and harmony of humanity.

The eighth condition is being with solik (goers by the way Allah
showed) and escaping from bad people. It shows that the human has
the option. The main difference from other creatures a human can chose.

The ninth condition is being awaken. Hazrat Azizon tells to
control the time, do not waste it, be alert, awaken and mention Allah.

The tenth condition is keeping food(lugma) from
uncleanless(haram). This condition helps to keep the results of all nine
conditions. Because unclean food perishes all the good work (savob).
Hazrat Azizon tells ten advises to keep food clean:

1. intent to have clean food.

2. clean food 1s gained by working. “Dilba yoru dastba kor” — means
“The heart with god the hand with work”.

3. the aim of eating food is cult perfectly, gaining power for working
and getting the clean food(halal lugma). Eating food for lust is not clean,
it brings fatal to human.

4. pure, clean food is not wasted.

5. at the time of eating we must be alert and thank to Allah.

6. eating food with good people, not with bad ones.

7. at the time of preparing the food we must be alert and thank to
Allah for its gifts, other ways we can cause harm for us and others.

8. cook preparing the food must be in ablution. Hazrat Khizr once
did not eat the food and said, person who made dough had been without
ablution, that’s why he decided not to consume it.

Today we can use Hazrat Azizon's ten condition to bring up a
perfect man:
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- A man must learn to keep clean all his internality and externality:
mind, brain, heart, place, clothes.

- Be careful during speaking. We must keep our tongue from bad
words.

- Learn his body careful. We must use every muscle for good
works.

- A man must control and direct the power of his eyes, ears, feet,
arms to good works.

- A man must know and control his lust.

- A man must thing about the whole existence and his own place on
it.

- A man must pay attention to heart purity. Be alert, without lies
and neutral.

- A man must keep his breath and be professional using it in good
works.

- A man must control his memory. Bad memories must be perished,
train keeping good memories.

A man must be in harmony with all the world.

A man must train and learn to control his acts.

A man must train and learn chose from options.

A man must train and learn to speak with good people, and escape
from bad ones.

- A man must train and learn being alert and awaken.

- A man must train and learn to control the time of sleeping, do
good works at night also.

- A man must train and learn not to connect with anything out of
norm.

- A man must train and learn to find, eat clean food.

- A man must train and learn to keep clean food.

- A man must make the food with cleanness and purity.

We can conclude that, the fourth pir of Bukhara Sharif, Khoja Ali
Rometani was a perfect, smart saint of his time that’s why his time was
called as “Period of Azizon”. He was a loyal student of Mahmud Anjir
Faghnavi and teacher of Muhammad Boboi Samosi, and was spiritual
teacher of Bahauddin Nagshband. His heritage can be the mean basis,
source of bringing young generation up as perfect men.
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MUHAMMAD BOBOI SAMOSI -THE FIFTH PIR

OF BUKHARA SHARIF

Muhammad Boboi Samosi (died in Samos village of Bukhara, in
736 hijri year/ 1335-1336 ms) is the first teacher of Bahauddin
Naqgshband (the founder of Nagshbandiya education), the perfect student
of Khazrat Azizon (Khoja Ali Rometani), the teacher who discovered
Amir Kulol, the great representative of Khojagon Sufism education, The
fifth pir of world renowned Bukhara's Seven Pirs.

He was born in Rometan district, Samos village. Boboi Samosi's
sacred tomb is in the same place. Khoja Boboi Samosi had four student
after their teacher who were busy to educate faithful people. 82 His
appearance was swarthy, light, emotional man, he had impressive look
and solid opinion.

The job of Khoja Muhammad Samosi was farming. There is some
information about Boboi Samosi in the source like Muhammad Boqir's
“Maqomoti Shohi Nagshband”, Mavlono Shahobiddin’s “Maqomoti
Sayid Mir Kulol”, Nosiriddin Tura's “Tuhfat Az-zoirin”, “Nazm us
silsila” and etc.

There are some words in Tohir Eshon's “Tazkirai Nagshbandiya™:

Baad az eshon Muhammad Bobo,

Haqg namoyad chu ravzaash barpo.

Ki nishasta bo joi Khoja Ali,

Ze on Ki u yoft tarbiya zi Ali.

Murshidi vaqti rahbari davron,

Hodii asru sarvari mardon.

Toki as nasli Mustafo but u,

Sohibi sidg ham safo xush xu.

It means:

After Muhammad Bobo

God created the paradise.

He sat on the place of Khoja Ali(Rometani)

The murshid of time and ringleader of time,

He was offspring of Muhammad

Ask forgiveness for hundred sinners.

Nagshband-critic scientist Sadriddin Salim Bukhari said that, Hazrat
Khoja Muhammad Boboi Samosi was the master of marvel, saint, the
great scientist, the 14th pir of Khojagon-nagshbandiya's “Silsilayi
Sharif” and outstanding educator.

Boboi Samosi had a lot of disciples, followers and students. The
most ripest were Khoja Muhammad Sufi, Khoja Mahmud Samosi (he
was son of Boboi Samosi), Hazrat Mavlono Ali Donishmand, Hazrat
Said Mir Kulol.

Muhammad Boboi Samosi's father Sayid Abdulloh, a student of
Khoja Mahmud Anjir Fagnavi, asked to educate his son as well. Anjir
Faghnavi sent him to his student Khoja Ali Rometani (Khoja Azizon).
Boboi Samosi served his teacher Khoja Azizon the whole life. He went
together with his teacher when his pir imigrate from Bukhara to
Khorazm. He was very useful to his pir and other people. He was well-
known Caliph among the disciples. Knowing the farming well, he
looked after his teachers gardens. He was very vigilant. Seldom he felt
tired and his tools fell down. Most of the time he chose the helpers
himself.83

Hazrat Ali Rometani loved Boboi Samosi very much and educated
him with kindness to be perfect. He gave the right of being teacher to
Samosi himself.

Boboi Samosi was the teacher of Hazrat Amir Kulol. At the age of
15 Amir Kulol met Boboi Samosi and served him 20 years. Muhammad
Bobo gave the right of being teacher to his student Amir Kulol. It is said
in the source: “Amir Kulol had been training wrestling until 15. Once he
came to Rometan village to wrestle. Khoja Muhammad Bobo sat under
the shade of wall and watched Amir Kulol's wrestling. One of his
companions asked:

-Why are you so wonder at the people of

superstitious?Muhammad Bobo answered:

- There is a valiant, saint person here, all perfect people will enjoy
his conversation. | am gazing at him. He is like a bird which fly high. |
am thinking about his lofty degree.

Suddenly Amir Kulol looked at Khoja Muhammad Bobo's eyes and
their hearts and volition were passed away to Khoja Muhammad Bobo.
From that day Boboi Samosi adopted Amir Kulol and he did not wrestle
any more.”

We can understand from this piece of information Muhammad
Bobo and Amir Kulol acknowledge that both were great people and
connected with each other. They both were so loyal that: “Hazrat Amir
bist sol payvasta namozi shomi Dushanbe va Odinaro dar Suhar
meguzarondand va  namozi  xuftanro dar  Samosi ado
mekardanand.”(from “Maqomoti Amir Kulol”). It means that,
continuously for 20 year Hazrat Amir Kulol every Monday and Friday
read evening prayer on Sukhor, Isha” prayers in Samos. Except there is a
large amount of distance between Suhar and Samos, Amir Kulol did it
because of his great love of his teacher. Muhammad Boboi Samosi
educated Said Amir Kulol and exhorted him to impart all his knowledge
to Bahauddin Nagshband. Amir Kulol did completely his teacher's will.

“The real hero is not who depose others, the real hero is a man who
raise and help deposed,” told his unconquerable student Boboi Samosi.

Muhammad Boboi Samosi got great prophecy and could forecast.
Bahauddin told a story about him: “It was The God's Great gift than
Khoja Muhammad Boboi Samosi noticed me and adopted in my
childhood. Before my birth Boboi Samosi passed through Qasri
Hinduvon several times and told: “There is the smell of one hero here in
the quickest time Qasri Hinduvon turns into Qasri Orifon.” Once
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returning from Amir Kulol's residence to Qasri Orifon he said: The smel
has been strengthen, it seems to me the hero has been born yet.” Then
visited to Qasri Orifon. It passed three days from the birth of Bahauddin.
Bahauddin's grandfather was the adorer of Khoja Muhammad Boboi
Samosi. He wanted to carry his grandchild to Boboi Samosiy to look at,
and carried. Boboi Samosi told him: “He is our son we adopted him.”
Boboi Samosi said to Amir Kulol: “Have a compassion towards
Bahauddin, I will not forgive you if have any mistake!

After that time there was a light inside Bahauddin and happened
wonderful events with him. 8

Muhammad Boboi Samosi according to Bahauddin Nagshband's
will came Qasri Orifon and visited his grandfather. Grandfather had told
about his marriage sitting in front of him, said Bahauddin. Boboi Samosi
said: “We must accomplish this righteous work.” My grandfather
wanted to become this event in front of him, but my father wanted to
become luxurious as a rule this event. Khoja said: “It is no time to
luxuriate, we should not be late.” My father did not know that
neighborhood and denied Khoja's will. Khoja went to speak with bride’s
parents. It soon changed my father’s mind to luxuriate the event and
accomplished Bahauddin's wedding at his 18" age.

It is said that, Abdulkholik Gijduvani spiritually educated
Bahauddin Nagshband, told about Boboi Samosi: “you will meet him
during your life time and you will get a headwear from him, all the
illness will be lost because of you. 7® It was Boboi Samosi's forecast of
being Balogardon (person who lost the ill) Bahauddin Nagshband and
himself handled Azizon's headwear.

There are some words which proving that Boboi Samosi's forecast
rightly:

-Muhammad Boboi Samosi's forecast about birth Bahauddin
Nakshband.

- Muhammad Boboi Samosi's forecast that Qasri Hinduvon changed
into Qasri Orifon.

-Muhammad Boboi Samosi's forecast Bahauddin Nagshband's
being the great saint.

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-Muhammad Boboi Samosi's forecast Bahauaddin Nagshband's
being Balogardon, gave him Azizon's headwear.

-Muhammad Boboi Samosi directed Bahauddin to educate to
Azizon, knowing his death becoming near.

- Muhammad Boboi Samosi had a good sense of seeing, smelling,
tasting.

During the independence time it was paid attention to philosophy of
harmony. The main idea of philosophy of harmony is consent. Consent
means being agree, happy.

There is an essential place of Boboi Samosi in the philosophy of
harmony. It is said that once after serving his teacher Muhammad Boboi
Samosi Bahauddin Nagshband went to mosque to pray had a blessing:
“The Allahl beg you to do easy for me to lost the illness and serve for
love.” In the morning he came to Boboi Samosi. Boboi Samosi told:
“My son, ask The Allah keeping busy the man to what he must do for
you! Because The Allah gave the love of ill to the friend and toss up
it.”8 This sentences was the base of creating the philosophy of harmony.
With the guidance of Boboi Samosi there is a blessing “Khudovando!
Magsudi man tu va rizogi turo metalabam”, it means, “my God, you are
my aim and I wish your consent.” All the followers repeat it in the
tongues and hearts.

Consent is the necessary condition for humans harmony,
concordance. It brings calmness, tranquility, sustainable relationship
among human beings. One of the condition of society’s stable life is
harmony.

In the “Maqomoti Miri Kulol” there is a story: “There is a conflict
among two groups in Samos village and they are fighting. As a result,
one man’s tooth has been broken. The victim group asked a vendetta for
the tooth and wanted to go to the governor. One of the man told to go to
the Boboi Samosi rather than the governor as he does the right
judgement. So it is disrespectful to go to the governor without asking a
permition from teacher.” Everybody liked his idea. Boboi Samosi heard
all the story, took the broken toothand gave it to Amir Kulol. Said to
him: “Student do something that conflict has been lost.” Amir Kulol put

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the tooth to the place and prayed for the Allah. The tooth become like
before, everybody were happy, repent and became the followers of
Boboi Samosi.

We can conclude from the strory that all the teachers of khojagon
nakshband tried to overcome the conflicts, mobilize all their knowledge,
strength, marvel to it.

In summary, there is a place of Muhammad Boboi Samosi in
education of Nagshbandiya:

- Muhammad Boboi Samosi was the student of Khoja Ali Rometani,
one of the senior representatives of Khojagon education.

- He was a teacher of Amir Kulol.

- He adopted Bahauddin Naqgshband, the founder of Nagshbandiya
education.

- Till the end of his life he served the right way and educated
Bahauddin Nagshband.

- He forecasted the birth and the stage of Bahauddin Nagshband and
made a will to Amir Kulol to educate Bahauddin.

- He was like the source of light and knowledge, Amir Kulol gave
all his knowledge to Bahauddin Nagshband.

- His ideas about peace and calmness is the basis of philosophy of
harmony which is actual even now.

- Muhammad Boboi Samosi is a great representative of khojagon
education, the fifth pir of Bukharai Sharif.
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SAYYID AMIR KULOL- THE SIXTH PIR OF

BUKHARA SHARIF

Amir Kulol was the great man who connected the Khojagon and
Nagshbandiya educations. There is no information about birth date of
him but in sourses there is some words that he was born in Sukhor
village near Bukhara. Shahobiddin ibn binti Amit Khamza in his
“Maqomoti Amir kulol” mentioned him as Sayyid Amir Kalon as-
Sukhori (p.2), at that time there were an addiction of the birthplace in
the names of great people, it means he was born in Sukhor.
Ali Safi's "Rashahat ayn ul hayot" also states that Amir Kulol's
birthplace was Sukhor (p. 43).

"Magomoti Amir Kulol" states the following: The father of Amir
Kulol is a close friend of Sayyid Ata, a great man of Yassavi's
discipline. The sources say that Sayyid Ata was a follower of Zangi Ata,
a student of Turkish teacher of sheikhs Ahmed Yassavi. According to
the source, "One day, Sayyid Ata came to Afshana village and told
Sayyid Amir Kulol's father," O my friend, you will have a child by Allah
whose light will be enough to the whole world. Of course, put him name
Amir Kalon. "

Indeed, after a short while, the prophecy of Sayyid Ata was
fulfilled, and Amir Kulol appeared on the stomach of his dear mother
and quickly reflected his qualities. There is a story of Amir Kulol's
mother in “Magomot”, “when I was pregnant to Amir Kulol, if I ate
something doubtful, there were such severe pains so | felt unconscious.
Then | realized that this is the blessing of our child.

The story of Sayyid Amir Kulol's mother indicates that Amir Kulol
used to live only in purity even in his mother's body. The dirty and
dubious food did not be accepted by his pure body. Purity has been a
divine donative of the Great. The following reference is made in the
source after the description of this event:

Nishoni on, ki man farzandi pokam,

Padar ham pok, modar ham afifa

Dilam pok as tu, doman pok doram,

Tariqi rost roh buy agiga.

It means:
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The purity of my parents is the source of my purity. My heart and
my body are also pure, that’s why my road is pure and the smell of
purity comes from it.

The poem shows that when Sayyid Amir Kulol came to the world,
his purity and truth were accompanied by him. That means that the main
means of reaching the truth is purity.

The first teacher of Amir Kulol was Turkish Sheikh Sayyid Ata, the
representative of the Yassavi teaching method. Although he predicted
the birth and statue of him, he also named him. Later Sheikh was
engaged in the education of Amir Kulol.

Sayyid-Ata said, "From the pure ghosts | have learned that the rank
of Amir Kulol is very high, and it is beyond me." According to the
source, this event was in Hijri 680.

The second teacher of Amir Kulol was Muhammad Boboi
Samosi(dead in 1336), a prominent teacher of the Khojagon education,
who was the student of Khoja Ali Romitani, who was also known as
Hazrat Azizon. With this great man, Khazrat Amir Kulol met at the age
of 15 and served him for 20 years without stopping. Muhammad Boboi
Samosi gave him right of being teacher of the education.

Muhammad Boboi Samosi Sayyid educated Amir Kulol and gave
the instruction to Bahauddin Nagshband to give them all the knowledge
that he had given them. At the same time, Amir Kulol fulfilled his
teacher's requirements.

The sources also contain honorary titles that are given according to
the levels of the teacher’s degree of Sufism. These blessed degrees and
titles allow to know full, complete knowledge of his personality. These
are: Sayyid(sayyid), shaykhul-shuyukh(teacher of teachers), raisi arbabil
tasavvuf (chairman of Sufism), sultanil tariga(the king of education),
burkhanil hagigat(supporter of truth), murshid us saligin(teacher of
good people), sayyidal orifin(great knowledgeable), sharaful
mustaffavvin(great Sufi man), zaynul vorison val muhaqgigin(inheritor
of telling truth), hazrati borif at(chastity), saint and telling the true
prophecy.

Khazrat Sayyid Amir Kulol's teachings are influenced by the ideas
of the Yassavi education founded by Ahmad Yassawi and Khojagon
Sufism's which was founded by Abdulkholik Gijduvani. An analysis of
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the essence of the Lord's teachings shows that he was a fan of the
moderate flow of tasawwuf ideas. Because his ideas are in full
compliance with the Islamic religion and are based on the Qur'an and
Hadis Sharif.

He tells his followers that it is always haram and halal to know good
and evil, and act accordingly. Amir Kulol said:

Mayozor muru, mayozor kas,

Rahi roskori hamin astu bas.

It means:

Do not harm insect or the man,

This is the right way.

Amir Kulol said in the universe everything else, whether it's a
sledgehammer or a small insect or everyone is a blessing created by
God, not to mention or harass them. Himself was also fully committed to
it. It is written in “Maqomot” in this regard as follows:

"Once a day, Amir Kulol had decided to wash his clothes with his
friends team. In one of the Romitan gardens, he washed his clothes and
when they were about to dry, Amir Kulol said:

- Oh my friends, do not hang your clothes on walls, you may harm
thorns, do not hang your clothes on trees, you may harm the branches of
it, do not lay your clothes on the ground, you may harm the grass.

Friends asked:

- Amir, how do you want to dry your clothes?

- | hang it on my shoulders and keep it into sunshine and wait until
it dries.

- After that Amir Kulol said, - If a piece of the wall fell or a tree
hacked or the herbs were ruined, what would be the answer to God for
this sin? How We Show Apologies? So do not do anything that is
contrary to Sharia. Do not despise anything even if it is small. Know that
sin is a grave sin.

In turn, this idea is aimed at preserving nature.

The Amir Kulol's students had aloniya remembering in a loud
voice. In the book Rashahat, it is written: "During the last illness, Amir
Kulol called his followers to obey Bahauddin Nagshband. One of the
disciples asked Amir Kulol:
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- why you to obey him, but did not obeyed you in aloniya
remembering in a loud voice?

Amir responds:

- Everything that passes by it will be by Allah's wisdom. There is
no choice of that person.

The fragment mentioned, first, indicates that the Sayyid Amir
showed the existence of aloniya in the disciples, and, secondly, it
indicates that the act of zikr was followed by the heart of the studentss.
Bahauddin Nagshband followed the teachings of Abdulkholik
Gijduvani. Amir Kulol also obeyed God's command and taught
Bahauddin khufiya zikr — silent remembering.

The most important of the teachings of the Amir Kulol is the
importance of acquiring knowledge and knowledge. Regarding
knowledge, he told his disciples that Prophet Muhammad (peace be
upon him) repeatedly said “Every muslim man and woman must get
knowledge.”

The Amir Kulol forced everyone getting knowledge and valued an
ignorant man more impersonal than an animal.

Agar farzandi sultoniyu Kkhoni,

Chu donnish nest badtar az sagoni.

It means: If you are a son of a Sultan and a khan, but you do not
have a science, you will be worse than the dog.

The Amir Kulol thinks that the ability given to human beings by
Allah is important and basic, and that without the knowledge of the
unseen, nothing can be achieved.

The knowledge that Allah has given is superior to each other's
knowledge:

IIme, ki muallimash dar sina buvad,

Darsi nabuvad har on chi dar sina buvad,

Sad xona kitob xoni sude nakunad,

Onro ki kitobxona dar sina buvad.

It means:

It is not possible to learn the knowledge that is placed by Allah in
the heart. Even if you read the books that are in your house, you will not
be able to equate with what you have learned in the heart.
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These verses indicate that Amir Kulol was embodied in the idea that
the truth can be achieved by the knowledge given by Allah. He
emphasizes that a soul is the place where there is divine knowledge.

Amir Kulol calls for the discovery of the importance of conversing
with intelligent, intelligent people in the process of learning, and to stay
away from the ignorant. Because sharing with the ignorant can lead to
their influence.

Bo bad manshinu, bosh begonia u,

Bar dam afti gar xuri donai u,

Tir az pai rosti kamonro kaj did,

Didi, ki chi guna jast az xonai u.

It means:

Do not sit with bad person, stay away from him, because you can be
influenced by him. And you see how arrow has escaped after seeing the
curvature of the bow, so escape the evil.

Chi khush guft on xiradmandi suxandon,

Ki ruy az suhbati nodon bigardon,

Daraxkhi nafsi nodon bar nayorat,

Huzurash juz ba dardisar nayorat.

It means: It is true that the clever word must ignore an ignorant
person. The ignorant tree does not know the boundary, so it does not
bring anything except headaches.

Amir Kulol considers that science and practice are closely related,
and knowledge gained in practice becomes a treasure.

Har kiro ilmu aqgl piroya ast,

Har kiro in du nest be moya ast

IIm boyad bo amal ganje buvad

Az on, ki be donish amal ranje buvad.

It means: Who ever wishes to be wise, he is happy, for without it
life becomes baseless. Science becomes treasure only when it is with
practice. Knowledge without practice brings a lot of disappointment.

Amir Kulol says that obtaining science is a very complex process:

“Dar har kujo boshet dast az talabi ilm dur nadoret. Agar shumo
az daryoyi ob va otash boyad guzashtan, biguzared va ilm bo dast
ored.” it means: Be knowledgeable, wherever you are. If it is necessary
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to cross the river on a flammable or aqueduct river, you must thrive, but
gain the knowledge.

Dar bodiyayi ilm davidan chi xush ast,

Vaz olami mani suxan shunidan chi xush ast.

Sad bor ba ittifoq bo dil guftam,

Az suhbati noagl buridan, chi xush ast.

It means:

It's nice to run after science. How wonderful it is to hear words from
the world of words! I said from my heart that it was time to cut off the
conversation with ignorance people.

Sayyid Amir Kulol's the seven-centuries old though-provoking
teachings of knowledge, knowledge and practice, intelligent propaganda
are in harmony with past, present and particularly future life.

The following are the words of Amir Kulol: "Know, the purity of
the heart and the tongue is from halal food. Imagine a human body as a
pool of water. Every flower and fruit from this pure water and soil will
be absolutely clean and beneficial. The Prophet, may Allah bless him
and grant him peace, said, "Whoever consumes only halal food for 40
days, his heart will be opened and he will enjoy the knowledge and
wisdom." This is only possible if only pious people(who follows
tagwa)."

"Find the nutrition by profession or handicrafting. Find your food
with honest work and ... do not waste. "

"Keep your eyes away from looking at what is haram and your ear
from the haram, and your hands from the haram, and your feet from the
haram."

He was alive in the history by good children and clean disciples.
Bahauddin Nagshband is the student who made known his masters name
to the world.

According to the source, Amir Kulol had four sons and four caliphs.
He gave his four sons to the four Caliphs. His sons followed their father.
Their father was a teacher, the guide of the Sufism. His first son, Amir
Burhan, were brought up by Bahauddin Nagshband, the second
Amirshah by Sheikh Yodgor, the third Amir Khamza by Mavlono Arif
Deggarani and the fourth Amir Umar by Jamoliddin Asiya.
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The total number of Hazrat Amir Kulol's companions was 114,
Among them Khoja Muhammad Bahauddin, Sheikh Muhammad
Khalifa, Amir Kulol Doshi, Alouddin Gijduvani, Khoja Shaykh
Dorzuni, Shamsuddin Kulol, Jaloliddin Keshi were famous.

Hazrat Amir Kulal said in the last few days:

- | have been thinking for three days and nights that what will
happen to us and our friends? A voice came from the unseen and said:
"O Amir Kulol, we blessed you and your neighbors, our friends, and all
who obey you."

Shodamki zi man bar dili kas bore nest,

Kasro zi manu, kori man ozore nest

Gar nek shumorandu, gar band guyand,

Bo neku badi hech kas kore nest.

It means:- | am very glad that there is no weight in my heart. When
| and my work do not hurt others, | have nothing to do with their good
and bad.

This verse testifies to the fact that Amir Kulol has passed through a
calm life through honesty and purity.

In the days when the above words were spoken, spirits left the
universe and traveled to immortality. This incident took place on
Thursday, the eighth day of the jumadul avval 772 Hijri, in 1370 AD

In general, it can be said that Hazrat Amir Kulol is a great teacher of
Bahauddin Nagshband who closely interacts with the teachings of
Nagshband and Khojagon educations.
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BAHAUDDIN NAQSHBAND - THE SEVENTH PIR

OF BUKHARA SHARIF

Muhammad ibn Muhammad Bukhari has his own place in the
human history, is the proud of the Uzbek people, the real child of
Bukhara, made famous the name of our country all over the world and
forever lives in people’s heart. This great person popular as Bahauddin,
Shoh Nagshband, Khojai Buzrug and Balogardon, is the saint, the
seventh pir of Bukhara, the founder of nakshbandiya education. The
main sources about the life and works are “Anis ut tolibin va uddat us
solikin” by Salohiddin ibn Muborak, “Maqomoti Hazrat Khoja
Nagshband” by Muhammad Bokhir, “Risolayi Qudsiya” by Muhammad
Porso, “Risolayi unsiya” by Yaqubi Charkhi. Based on these sources
Abdurahmon Jomiy and Alisher Navoiy and others wrote information
about him on their works.

Bahauddin Nagshband was born in 718 Hajri in Muharram month.8’
This date matches with the date 1318 BC from the 5th of March till the
3rd of April. The great person's birth place is Qasri Hinduvon near the
Bukhara city, now called Qasri Orifon, Kogon district of Bukhara
region. After his nascence the place was called as Qasri Orifon, and till
now it is popular with that name.

The original name of Bahauddin Nagshband is Muhammad.
Bahauddin is the stage he gained. Baha from Arabic language means
value, beauty light. Bahauddin is the beauty face, lightness of din
(religion). Muhammad ibn Muhammad al Bukhari is the person, anyone
knows or sees him, will be clear the value of Islam, the beauty of Islam
and the light of Islam.

Shoh Nagshband — means the king of masters of decoration because
he together with his father decorated cloth, but in the reality Bahauddin
Naqggashi Azal — means he perfectly decorated Allah to his heart, he
always was busy with remembering and thanking to Allah, by his
education he could draw “the decoration of Allah” on people’s heart.
Bahauddin “Nagshband, ba dil band” means decorate, decorate in hearts.

The meaning of his name was broadly explained in “Hayrat ul Abror” in
the first part of Khamsa by Alisher Navai. 8

Muhammad Boboi Samosi (dead in 1336), who foretold
Bahauddin's birth, said that he would be Balogardon. Balogardon means
remover of illness, he had great talent that by his word, pray, look,
breath and steps every bad things got lost, people got rid of from the
marsh of neciense, woke up became awake, alert and gained to the
happiness of the two worlds.

Muhammad Porso in his “Risolai Qudsiya” wrote a poem about the
merits of Bahauddin Nagshband:

Gasht be kibru, riyo, kina,

Nuri qudsiro ruhash iona.

V-on rigoi 0" javobi har sol

Mushkul az vay hal shavat be gilu gol.?°

It means: he was without haughtiness, lies, scrimmage

His face was pure that was mirror to the light

He was answers to all questions,

Every difficulty became easy.

His father, Sayid Muhammad Bukhari ibn Sayyid Jaloliddin was
decorator cloth craftsman. His mother Bibi Orifa was offspring of
Khojai Hizr. His generation was very pure.

When he was a three day child Muhammad Boboi Samosi adobted
him spiritually, educated and brought him up. “We learned how to
remember Allah from Boboi Samosi,” Nagshband said. Bahauddin
spread the remembering by heart inside. Boboi Samosi was the head in
Bahauddin's wedding. His gradfather carried him to Samarkand to learn
from pyr teachers.

Abdulkholig Gijduvani tought (dead in 1220) Bahauddin
Nagshband in the beginning, middle, end of education by divine grace
and he gained the stage of spiritual teacher. By the direction of
Abdulkholig Gijduvani Bahauddin Nagshband met and learned from
Amir Kulol(dead in 1370).

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By the signal of Abdulkholiq Gijduvani Nagshband gained the head
ware of Khoja Ali Rometani (died in 1321) via Muhammad Boboi
Samosi and there were light of Allah there. That’s why Bahauddin says:
“We are students of Hazrat Azizon.” In the sources there is the
information about that Bahauddin learned Hadis from Qishlogi and
Deggaroni.

When Bahauddin Nagshband was learning etiquette of Khojagon
from Khoja Amir Kulol, he dreamed the teacher of Yassaviya education
Hakim ota-Sulaymon Bagirghoni and directed him to Turkish teacher
Halil ota. Bahauddin Nagshband met with Khalil ota in 1336 in Bukhara
and had been educated and brought up by him for 12 years.

Bahauddin served Khalil ota in 1336-1341 years. J.C. Triminghem
wrote that Khalil ota was the son of Yasavur, khan of Chigatoy, in 1341-
1347 years he was Sultan of that country. Khalil ota was Sultan Khalil in
1341 and was called Qozonkhon. In the years of his ruling 1341-1347
Bahauddin Nagshband served him and was educated by him. Sultan
Khalil Qozonkhon after the decline of his country, 29-year-old
Bahauddin began living in the village of Revartun, near Bukhara, and
devoted his entire life to dervish.

After Khalil Sultan 7 years from 1347 to 1354 Bahauddin was
taught by Amir Kulol. 7 years from 1354 to 1360 served Orif
Deggaroniy and was taught by Qusam Sheykh, from 1361 he began to
form the tarikhat education independent.

Bahauddin Nagshband studied from the spirits of Abdukholiq
Gijduvoni and Khazrat Azizon teachers of Khojagon education,
physically from Muhammad Boboi Samosi, Hazrat Amir Kulol and Orif
Deggaroni. He studied Yassaviy education by Khalil Ota and Khusam
teachers then created a new education combined the best and most
wanted ideas of two educations. In 1370 after the death of Amir Kulol
Bahauddin Nagshband began a new education. The name of that
education is Nagshbandiya, it was created in Bukhara Sharif, and
became popular throughout the world.
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Based to the source, Bahauddin Nagshband in 1387 said, 22 years
we studied Hakim Termizi's education but it was useless.®® At that time
we wre useless. It is clear that, in 1365-1386 he studied the first tasavvuf
education in Central Asia Hakimiya created by Hakim Termizi.
According to the source, he was taught by ideas of Uvays Kharaniy,
Mansur Halloj, Boyazid Bistomiy and Junayd Baghdadi further their
ideas influenced to Nakshbandiya education.

Bahauddin Nagshband went to Hajj twice, at the second time he met
with Zayniddin Toyibodi.

Bahauddin Nagshband said about his hicher of spiritual perfect but
he did not mentioned his name. at the beginning of the status of the
jazaba his teacher taught to control his nafs. Then he taught to do happy
people, to pay attention to blind and disables especially whom always
out of attention, be unobtrusive and helpful. After this lesson the teacher
taught feed and be kind to animals. He continued to be kind and
generous for human beings and animals as well. He behaved 7 years like
that, written in source. According to sources he kept dogs, worked in
road services, he cleaned roads from all bad things that may harm
people.

Bahauddin said: “I obeyed to all words of my teacher, the friend of
Allah, 7 years my clothes were in dirt. | thought about all my practice,
and the results they have brought, and felt that my spirit became
perfect.”® The teacher of Bahauddin, in our mind, was Khoja Hizr.
Because in perfectness of all saints there is a role of Khoja Hizr.
According to Khoja Hizr, Bahauddin treated with love all humanity,
animals, and all creatures. Bahauddin Nagshband emphasized by that
way to deny the body, to overcome it, to make charity, these were the
means of acquiring knowledge and access to the truth. He acknowledged
his nafs, got the stage of looking around with love and kindness and put
this idea in the main of his education, that’s why his education called as
the cream and conclusion of all Tasavvuf educations.

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He wrote the ideas of spiritual perfect in all his sources: “We were
two hundred studens learning the education. | wanted to overcome all of
them. By the help of Allah | gained to my aim.”®? So, generosity
(himmat) has a great meaning by the way. Himmat (generosity) from the
arabic means will, strength, commitment, slaughter, struggle and
succeed. So, a man if chose this way, he must try hard. Bahauddin told
his students: “if you don’t put your foot to my head and overcome me in
gaining education, | will not forgive you.” There is written that he was
in riyadatah 7 years in sources.

Bahauddin created the independent education, the way of being
perfect in 1370. It was named Nagshbandia after Bahauddin Nagshband.
This education has 11 principles. Adding the new three priciples to eight
principles of Khojagon education Bahauddin discovered a new way to
awaken people from sleepiness and put them on the path of truth.

Bahauddin Nagshband added three principles the most needed for
perfect person: “Vuqufi zamon” - be warned about time, “Vuqufi adad”
- be warned about amount, “Vuqufi qalb” - be warned about heart, it
means the heart of person must look forward to Allah’s kindness and
light. Bahauddin enriched tasavvuf education with time, amount and
heart, created the newest sides of them, mentioned as the mean practice
for bringing up perfect person.

The Nagshbandia education created by Bahauddin Nagshband is of
great importance. This education was upgraded by Alouddin Attor,
Muhammad Porso, Alouddin Gijduvani, Yakubi Charkhi, and was
turned world famous education by Khoja Ahror Valiy. The education
was famous with the names of Naqgshbandiya and Nagshbandiya-
mujaddidiya.

Bahauddin Nagshband died in 791 Hijri, on Monday evening the
third day of Rabbiul avval, in 1389 AD on the second of March. His
blessed grave is in Qasri Orifon, is now beautiful shrine.

Bahauddin Nagshband knew Arabic, Turkic, Farsi languages. He
was pole in his lifetime, educated in the Qur an and Hadis luminous and
blessed. We are inherited the Nagshbandiya education and the book

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“Avrod”®® and “qudsiy” - holly words by him. We found copy of the
“Avrod” from Saint Petersburg and translated it. We determined that
there are four comments in “Avrod”. His holly words saved in “Risolai
Qudsi” by Muhammad Porso and “Risolai Unsiya” by Yakubi Charkhi.
It was hard to understand his holly words that’s why Muhammad Porso
in his “Risolai Qudsi” commented them. His works were era saved in
prose and verse.

The holly words of Bahauddin Nagshband were first written in
magomot and manogib then used in other nakshbandiya books.
Bahauddin's edifications meanly in prose, directed to the students who
tries to study Nagshbandia education.

His verse advises are also saved. “Why you don’t hire a servant?” it
is asked from him “Slavery does not suit khojas,” he answered. And read
the verses:

Na moro mafrashu, na mafrashkas,

Na g ulomi turku na tirkashkas.

Hama shab, chun sagoniy gahdoniy,

Sar bad um ovaram va bihusbam xvash.%

It means:

| have no carpets and servants for carrying carpets,

Neither Turkish slave, no person whom I rely.

At night I am like a dog,

| sleep put my head on his tail and | am glad.

There is another his verse.

Hech mo ne va hech mo kam ne,

As pai hech mo g'am ne.

Janda dar pusht, pusht go rston,

Gar bimirem hech motam ne.®

Bahauddin Nagshband always told again and again that “prayer has ten
parts, nine of it seeking for honesty other one is other prayers”. That’s
why the slogan of the education is “the hand in works, the heart in
Allah”, “the hands in work and the body in society”, “the hand in work,
the help from Allah”. Bahauddin always ate halal food and advised it his
students as well. “Our way suits the words of Imom Khushari and
Farididdin Attor,” Bahauddin said. So, Hazrat knew the ideas of their
and practiced.

The life paths and the education of Bahauddin Nagshband wholly
suits the sunnahs of Muhammad (The Blessed Prophet -upon him
blessings and peace). That’s why Abdurahman Jomiy described
Bahauddin Nagshband and said:

Sikka, ki dar Yasribu Badho zanand,

Navbati oxir ba Bukhoro zanand.
